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Who can look after an NDIS plan

	The National Disability Insurance Agency are the people who look after the NDIS.

We call them the NDIA.

Look after means care for the money in the NDIS plan and make payments for your services.

A person can only look after an NDIS plan if they will keep the participant safe.

A participant is someone who has an NDIS plan.

A participant can ask for someone else to look after their NDIS plan. 
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	The new rule helps the NDIA decide if this person 

· Can manage a plan. 
· Will keep the participant safe.

· A participant.

A nominee is someone who helps a participant with their NDIS plan. 

Like 
· A family member. 
· A friend.

Like a parent.

What the NDIA must think about

When the NDIA decides who can look after a plan they must think about

· If the participant could get hurt.

· If a judge said someone else must look after the participant’s money.

Like if the person can make their own decisions.

This includes if the person has support to make decisions.

This includes
· Supports working now to keep the participant safe.
· Supports that worked in the past to keep the participant safe.

What the NDIA must not think about

Impairment is when you find it hard to do things.
Like
· See.
· Walk.
· Understand.

· How much money is in the NDIS plan.

· If a participant has not spent all the money in their NDIS plan in the past.
